Deacon Trevor Mathurin—The Baptism of The Lord - Cycle C

The occasion of the Baptism of Jesus is the first time that we are hearing about Jesus since he was
about twelve years old. On that occasion he had slipped away from his parents to stay behind in Jeru-
salem. When he was finally found he was in a temple discussing scriptures with the elders. His parents
were rightfully upset and asked him, Son why have you done this to us? His response to them seemed
uncaring and worrisome; He said, “Did you not know that I must be in my father’s house? The boy
Jesus was simply telling the truth as he knew it. Although they did not fully understand what he meant
it was evident that his parents realized that they would have to face many challenges concerning him
when he became a man. The gospels said that his mother kept all of these things in her heart.

Coincidentally in today’s gospel the Father’s voice echoes from the heavens, the big house in the sky,
in acknowledgement of his son; you are my beloved son with you I am well pleased. Just as Jesus, at
the age of 12, recognized God as his father, so does the Father acknowledge Jesus as his son at his
baptism.

The baptism of Jesus raises a question to some who wonder why he had to be baptized if in fact he
was God. After all, he was sinless. This question is raised by those who see Jesus only as God and not
as man. However, if we ignore or deny Jesus’ manhood we miss the point of the special relationship
God created with us by allowing Mary to be conceived by the power of the Holy Spirit and to give
birth to a son. That son eventually sacrificed his life and was crucified to redeem all who had sinned.
Jesus was finally raised from the dead and ascended into heaven. Without a doubt, Jesus’ baptism was
a key event in his life and it demonstrates to all who would follow him that baptism is an essential
spiritual experience.

If the death and resurrection of Jesus was the sum of the redemption story we would be struggling to
implement all that Jesus has taught us while he was on earth but that was not the whole story. Before
Jesus returned to his Father he promised to send us an advocate, someone who would show us the way
to the truth of life, someone who would walk with us through the ups and downs of life. That someone
is the Holy Spirit.

In the second reading from the letter of St. Paul to Titus, he refers to the Holy Spirit by reminding us
that the kindness and generous love of God our savior appeared not because of any righteous deeds we
have done but because of his mercy. He saved us through the bath of rebirth and renewal by the Holy
Spirit.

The Holy Spirit has been an active player in every aspect of God revealing himself to us. It was the
Holy Spirit who imbued the group of timid, fearful and weak men with fortitude so that they became a
fearless, strong and confident team of preachers that we know as the apostles. They traveled through-
out the world preaching the good news to all who would listen.

It 1s that same Holy Spirit who empowers us to share our faith with those who have none; to shine the
light of Christ into their dark and dreary lives and to show them that when we live by faith He will not
let us down.
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Many of us struggle to live the life of a devout Christian not because we do not believe but because
we are tripped up by the challenges of life. How can we maintain a positive outlook when we loose a
loved-one to death? Or how can you offer compassion to a stranger when you are preoccupied with
the terminal illness if a family member? How do you give to the poor or feed the hungry or cloth the
naked when we have just lost our job and find ourselves in need maybe for the first time in your life.

My brothers and sisters, this is the challenge of every Christian. How do we in the face of all the diffi-
culties and tragedies of life overcome them to bring peace and justice to the world? The answer can be
found in today’s readings. Luke writes we have been renewed by The Holy Spirit which has been
richly poured out on us through Jesus Christ our savior so that we might be justified by his grace and
become heirs in hope of eternal life.

The Holy Spirit is our guide and our strength. He makes himself present to all of our needs. He di-
rects us through the minefield of frustration, disappointment and temptation to our home with Jesus.
He is unmatched in his ability to make our lives successful, rewarding and spirit filled. It is the Holy
Spirit that will show us the way, it is He that we must connect with, and it is He that will free us from
the frustrations of life. It is he that will make straight in the wasteland a highway to God and fill in
every valley and make low every hill and rugged land a broad valley. But most of us are either un-
aware or unconvinced that this source of strength and power is really available to us.

The account of the descent of the Holy Spirit on the apostles on Pentecost is a familiar story. It was
reported that the Apostles were all gathered in one place and suddenly from up in the sky came a noise
like a very strong wind which was heard all through the house where they were seated. Tongues of
fire appeared which parted and rested on the heads of each of them. All were filled with the Holy
Spirit. They began to express themselves in foreign tongues and make bold proclamation as the spirit
prompted them. The Acts of the Apostles goes on to described all of the spectacular things the Apos-
tles did after being empowered by the Holy Spirit. The good news today is that we too have been em-
powered by the Holy Spirit if only we could claim these special gifts.

Some people are afraid to claim these gifts because it makes great demands on them. You see, if you
knew that you have been blessed and you continue to live and act as one who has not been blessed
then we will be subject to God’s rebuke. The Lord said, to those who have been given much, much
will be expected. As Christians we all hope for the same reward, to be granted access to eternal life.
Today’s Gospel reminds us of this when it says that he richly poured out the Holy Spirit on us through
Jesus Christ our savior; So that we might be justified by his grace and become heirs of eternal life.

All of us who have been baptized by water and the Holy Spirit have been blessed with the gifts of the
Holy Spirit. These gifts when fully utilized will be as effective in us as they were in the Apostles dur-
ing the early days of the Church. Those gifts are Wisdom, Understanding, Counsel, Fortitude,
Knowledge, Piety and Fear of God.

It has been a long time since I reviewed exactly what these gifts are so in preparation for this homily I
did some research on the writings of St. Thomas Aquinas which gave me a better appreciation for how
these gifts manifest themselves in our lives. I would like to share this with you.

Wisdom: With the gift of wisdom we see God at work in our lives and in the world. For the wise per-
son the wonders of nature, historical events, and the ups and downs of life take on deeper meaning.
The matters of judgment about the truth and being able to see the whole image of God also take on
deeper meaning. Lastly, being able to see God in every thing and everyone is a gift to the wise.

Understanding: With the gift of Understanding, we comprehend how we need to live as a follower of
Jesus Christ. A person with understanding is not confused by all of the conflicting messages in our
culture about the right way to live. The gift of understanding perfects a person’s speculative reason
and search for truth. It is the gift whereby self evident principles are known.

Counsel (right judgment): With the gift of right judgment, we know the difference between right
and wrong and we chose to do what is right. A person with right judgment avoids sin and lives out the
values taught by Jesus. The gift of truth allows the person to respond prudently and happily to believe
that Christ is Lord.

Fortitude (courage): With the gift of courage, we overcome our fears and are willing to take risks as
a follower of Jesus. A person with courage is willing to stand up for what is right in the sight of God,
even if it means accepting rejection, verbal abuse, or even physical harm or death. The gift of courage
allows people the firmness of mind that is required both in doing good and enduring evil.

Knowledge: With the gift of knowledge, we understand the meaning of God’s revelation, especially
as expressed in the life and words of Jesus Christ. A person with knowledge is always learning more
about the scriptures and tradition. The gift of knowledge is more than an accumulation of facts.

Piety (reverence): With the gift of reverence sometimes called piety, we have a deep sense of respect
of God and the Church. A person with reverence recognizes our total reliance on God and comes be-
fore God with humility, trust and love. Piety is the gift whereby at the Holy Spirits instigation we pay
worship and duty to God as our Father, St Thomas Aquinas writes.

Fear of God (awe of God): With the gift of wonder and awe we are aware of the Glory and majesty
of God. A person with wonder and awe knows that God is perfect power, perfect love. This gift is de-
scribed by Aquinas as a fear of separating ourselves from God. It is the kind of fear a child might have
of offending his father as oppose to the fear of punishment. Fear of God is the beginning of wisdom
because it puts our mindset in its correct mode with respect to God. We are the finite dependent crea-
tures and he is the infinite all powerful creator.

These then are the gifts we have all received at our baptism and confirmation. They have been devel-
oped more in some persons than others depending on their spiritual maturity. They are embedded in
our soul and are stirred into action the more we pray to the Holy Spirit for help and guidance. In a lit-
tle while, some of us will be guided by the Spirit to approach the altar of the Lord to receive the body
and blood of Christ which is additional nourishment to help sustain us on the journey of life.

2010 LENTEN REGULATIONS

1. ASH WEDNESDAY

Lent runs from Ash Wednesday until the Mass of the Lord’s Supper
exclusive. On Ash Wednesday, a universal day of fast, ashes are blessed
and distributed normally during Mass and after the homily. The Blessing
and giving of ashes may be done also outside Mass. In this case, the
entire liturgy of the word should be celebrated: entrance song, opening
prayer, readings and chants, homily, blessing and giving of ashes, general
intercessions.

2. FAST AND ABSTINENCE

All Catholics who have reached their 14™ year are bound to abstain
entirely from meat on Ash Wednesday and all the Fridays of Lent. All
Catholics between the ages of 18 and 59 inclusive are also bound to
observe the law of fast on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday. This means
limiting oneself to a single full meal and avoiding food between meals.
Two other light meals, which together do not equal a full meal, may be
taken during the day.

3. PENANCE

Opportunities for the sacrament of Reconciliation should be provided
throughout Lent. Parish penance services and times for the sacrament, in
addition to the normal parish schedule, especially during the Triduum, are
to be announced.
