
     During the first week of April, two Uniondale Community 
Organizations held significant meetings: the Nostrand Gardens 
Civic Association which celebrated 55 years of community 
activism and the newly rejuvenated Chamber of Commerce 
which is still dealing with organizational issues.  Below is a brief 
review of both meetings. 
     The Nostrand Gardens Civic Association celebrated their 
55th anniversary, "The Spring of Change", on Monday, April 5th 
and what a celebration it was! It was held at 6:30pm at Uniondale 
High School’s Little Theatre with over 200 people in attendance. 
      "We’re the oldest civic group in Uniondale,” President Melvin 
Harris, Jr. noted as he welcomed the huge crowd, “and since 1955 
we’ve made leaps and bounds in this community.”  
     Mr. Harris then introduced the guest speaker, Nassau County 
Executive Edward Mangano, who 
congratulated “Nostrand Gardens on 55 
years of great service." 
     Top officials from the Nassau 
County Office of Minority Affairs, 
Nassau County Department of Social 
Services, Nassau County Tax 
Assessor's Office and the Nassau 
County Police Department attended. 
     County Executive Mangano took 
questions from local leaders and 
concerned residents. 
• On the Lighthouse project: “The Town has their own study, 

and will report by the end of the summer.  Everyone wants to 
see that property improve.” 

• On potholes: “We’re aggressively repairing them, and the 
town is doing the same.” 

• On how the job outlook is for our kids: “The County has a 
new recreation program for children ages 5-12.  Staffing will 
come from people in the community 16 and up. 

• County Executive Mangano then called upon Hempstead 
Town Councilwoman Dorothy Goosby to report on the 
Lighthouse studies.  She advised: “We’ve had many meetings 
on this. When it is built, it must meet environmental issues so 
that people who live there can work there.  We asked 
questions, and the builders didn’t answer them.  We want 
jobs, economic development. We are working on it.  We are 
in favor of developing the Coliseum.” 

• On the drug activity Mangano responded: “We’re going for 
stricter enforcement, and giving police more resources.”  He 
then called upon Bill Flanagan, Second Deputy 
Commissioner of the Nassau County Police, who answered, 
“Continue to call Police.  The POP unit will write it down.  
The local officers know who the gang members are.  In every 
squad car there are interactive screens.  The keys to handling 
gangs are jobs and education.  We have a Gun Stoppers 
program.  We run regular gun buybacks.  We’ve removed 
1400 handguns off the street.  Crime in Nassau has gone 
down tremendously.  You are the eyes and ears of the Police 
Department. ” 

• On the tax relief: “There’s a significant waste of your tax 
dollars.  $250 million per year is used to pay back errors and 
interest on errors.  We’re $1.1 billion in debt, 45% of the tax 
dollars are errors on assessment.  The rest creates jobs and 
builds buildings. I am going to change this.” 

     Legislator Kevan Abrahams will look into the status of the 
sites of the former ShopRite and the Holly Patterson Home.                     
     A good time was had by all. 

     The Uniondale Chamber of Commerce met on Tuesday, 
April 6, 2010 at 6:00pm at the TD Bank on Hempstead Turnpike.  
This was the first evening meeting of the Chamber and the new 
time drew a significantly larger attendance by community and 
business individuals.  The group reviewed their goals – both 
immediate and long term—and stated that both focused on 
increasing membership and participation.   
     The organization is finalizing branding items such as a logo, a 
decal and a banner.  Look for the banner to be proudly displayed 
for the first time at this year’s Memorial Day parade. 
     In order to become a viable voice for the community business 
organizations, the Chamber is in the process of setting up a 
website and registering a domain name, 
www.Uniondalechamberofc.org or .net or .com, in addition to the 
current www.Uniondalecofc.com.  The Chamber hopes to register 
the new domain using all three of the ‘dot’ extensions – which 
would make it very easy for community residents to access the 
site.   St. Martha’s RC Church and the Knights of Columbus are 
registered members of the Chamber and it should not surprise 
anyone to realize that Mike Dragonetti is the webmaster.

Remembering…BASIL GALLIER

     On March 20, 2010, St. Martha’s Church lost one of its 
beloved brothers, Basil A. Gallier.  Basil, who was named after 
the great saint Basil the Great, had been a member of St. Martha’s 
for over thirty years.  At St. Martha’s, 
he served in the capacity of usher for 
many years, and a minister of 
hospitality; Basil was an active  
member of the Knights of Columbus 
for 17 years; and a joyful singer with 
the Sister Thea Bowman Gospel 
Choir. 
     Basil was born in Panama in 1938 
and was an altar server as a young 
man.  He immigrated to the United States in 1959 and met and 
married his wife Lola in 1962. He served in the military of his 
adopted country for 32 years. 
     At his wake his sister-in-law recalled that Basil was a kind and 
decent man who was loved because he loved well.  He loved to 
sing and dance and met the love of his life, Lola, at a dance. 
    In his homily, Msgr. Caldwell outlined seven significant points 
relative to Basil which are symbolic of his life and tells the story 
of who he was and what he stood for: 
• His military uniform in which he was buried signified his 

love of his country and his willingness to serve. 
• His Knights of Columbus insignia pinned on his lapel. 
• His music book, which showed his love of song. 
• The white pall covering his coffin symbolizing his baptism in 

Christ. 
• His gold Ushers jacket which was placed upon the coffin. 
• The Pascal candle which signifies the light of Christ in which 

he will clothed forever. 
• The clothing of his love, which we cannot see, but was 

visible in the way he loved and the way he was loved in 
return. 

     Basil’s presence will certainly be missed and entering St. 
Martha’s church will not be the same without seeing his pleasant 
countenance.
