Charismatic Healing Mass

    On Friday, May 8th, Msgr. Joseph 
Malagreca celebrated a Multi-cultural 
Healing Mass at St. Martha’s Church 
beginning with the processional song 
acclaiming in English:  “This is the 
Day”, “Esta es el Dia” and C’est la 
Journee”. 
     In his homily Msgr. Malagreca be-
gan by asking: in English: “What is the 
difference between the healing mass 
and the regular mass?  The answer of 
course is “nothing” except that the 
healing is spoken about loudly – heal-
ing of the mind and body.  Monsignor 
repeated each question and each por-
tion of his homily in Spanish and 
French.  
     Everyone’s presence at the Mass 
meant that we have all come not to 
change Jesus, but that Jesus could change us through his love.  
He asked the Church to open up their hearts and repeat the man-
tra: “Lord, I trust You”; to be  unafraid to praise him; and to 
bring all problems to the Lord. 
     Msgr. Malagreca asked five questions of the Church:  How 
many people believe in healing?  How many people have been 
healed before?  How many believe the bread and wine is the 
body and blood of Jesus Christ?  How many people have come 
to pray for someone else?  And, how many have asked Mary to 
pray for them to the Lord and got what they wanted?  Many of 
the congregants answered “yes” to some or all the questions and 
Monsignor said he believed that Catholics on a whole believe in 
healing and the bodily presence of Jesus in the Eucharist,  even 

if they do not accept other princi-
ples of the Church. 
     He emphasized the importance 
of the Mass, the Liturgy of the 
Word, to which we should pay 
careful attention and especially the 
various levels of the Liturgy of the 
Eucharist:  (1) the consecration of 
the bread and wine which becomes 
the body and blood of Jesus; (2) the 
elevation of the bread and wine by 
the priest to show the Church that 
the 

bread has now become Jesus; and 
(3) the taking of Jesus into our 
mouth, body and soul, at which 
point we should open our hearts to 
Jesus and have faith that we will 
receive answers to our prayers. 
     After communion, Monsignor 
celebrated Benediction of the 
Blessed Sacrament.  He then 
walked among the congregations 
with the Blessed Sacrament.  
Kneeling before the exposed Blessed Sacrament, Monsignor 
urged the congregants to pray for the healing of their afflictions 
and those of others present.  Afterwards, individuals were 
prayed over by members of the prayer group.  The Mass ended 
on a high note with the singing of “Alabare” (Praise).  
     Thanks to Imogene Regan, Marlene Jean-Baptiste, and 
Hernst Bellevue who were instrumental in organizing the Mass, 
the Spanish musicians and the Senior Choir.  And a special 
thanks to Msgr. Malagreca for his inspirational message.

NUPTIAL HOMILY – James Brian Smith & Shanna Marie Knight 
May 23rd 2009 – Old Saint Mary’s Church, Philadelphia, Pennsylvania 

READINGS: Seventh Sunday of Easter – John 17: 11-19 
[ James (Jamie) Smith is a former parishioner who attended St. Martha’s School and is currently working for CBS in 

Philadelphia as a news reporter] 

Once upon a time there was a very arrogant and tyrannical king who ruled his subjects – with an iron fist. One 
day he learned that his daughter had fallen in love with a poor commoner. The king was enraged that his 
daughter would even think of marrying a peasant.  
 
So the king decided to put an end to their relationship – permanently. He had the young man charged with a 
serious crime.  The commoner of course – pleaded innocent. As was the custom, “fate” would determine the 
guilt or innocence. [This is similar to the 1st Reading – which Avery read – in which straws (or lots) were 
drawn to determine who would be chosen to take Judas’s place on the roster of the Apostles]. 
 
So, on the appointed day, the king summoned the people to the public square. The young man was brought be-
fore the king. The king held two envelopes. Inside one envelope was a card with the word “innocent;” the sec-
ond contained a card with the word “guilty.” The commoner had to choose one envelope. And that would de-
termine whether he would be executed or exonerated, beheaded or free to be married. 
 
Now the commoner was a very wise young man, and he knew that the king wanted him executed no matter 
what. And he suspected that the king had written “guilty” on both cards.  So the commoner very carefully 
chose one of the envelopes. He slowly opened it and silently read the card. Then he started jumping for joy and 
shouting:  “I’m innocent. I’m innocent!”  
 
As he jumped up and down he ripped the card into small pieces and swallowed it! One of the king’s magis-
trates protested: “Wait! How do we know you’re innocent? You destroyed the card before we could confirm 
it!” The young man said: “sir, all you have to do, is read the remaining card that the king holds in his hand – to 
see that I’m innocent! 
 
What does that story have to with Shanna and Jamie’s wedding? Absolutely nothing! It’s just has a happy end-
ing – the couple presumably gets married and lives “happily ever after.” But actually, the story has a lot to do 
with the Gospel we just heard, which in turn, has a lot to say about Christian Marriage.  That story sheds light 
on the Gospel, and the Gospel sheds light on Christian marriage. 
 
Today, in this Nuptial Mass Shanna and Jamie “consecrate” themselves to each other and “to the truth.” The 
truth is that God brought them together two and-a-half years, so that, as Jesus says “they may become one” – 
just as He and the Father – are One.”  
 
The story and the Gospel we just heard underscores Shanna’s work as a chemist – seeking the truth in testing 
the value of generic drugs, and Jamie’s work – as a CBS reporter seeking to uncover the truth in reporting the 
news. But the story and the Gospel also highlights the reality, that being committed and consecrated to the 
truth, is what marriage and discipleship is all about.   
 
Like the king in that story, we often try to manipulate the “truth” to our own ends. We seek to justify and ra-
tionalize our own sense of the “truth” to fit our needs and wants. But it’s in embracing the complete and real 
truth, and paying the price to proclaim it, that we can begin to transform our lives, our relationships and our 
communities. A world that’s more willing to bend, shape, rework, edit, manipulate and rationalize the facts to 
fit a particular concept of “truth” doesn’t appreciate or welcome the Gospel’s un-varnished proclamation of 
truth centered in the unconditional love of God and the sacredness of every human being.  
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At the same time, discerning the truth is a slow process that often begins by seeking the common ground. 
Shanna might not have much interest in golf, as Jamie does, and Jamie might not be all that keen about clean-
ing the house. But today they consecrate themselves together to seeking the truth by finding common ground in 
their loving relationship. That’s a large portion of what marriage is about, as a couple seeks to grow together in 
love. 
 
In that [opening] story, the king and commoner shared the common ground – of love, for the daughter and fian-
cée (respectively). One party wasn’t interested in the truth, which could have destroyed their common interest, 
were it not for clever and inspired intervention of the young man. 
 
Just last week, a commencement speaker offered an illustration of the necessity of seeking the truth by finding 
common interests. The graduation speaker spoke about a small group of white people and black people ap-
pointed by President Eisenhower to form The Civil Rights Commission. The two groups didn’t have much in 
common. But one member of the commission, Father Theodore Hesburgh, the longtime President of Notre 
Dame discovered that the one thing they all liked – was fishing.  So Father Hesburgh rented a boat and brought 
them all together informally. This gathering broke down some of the barriers and led to the cohesion of the 
group and eventually to the establishment of the “Civil Rights Act” of 1964.   
 
The same kind of simple ingenuity is required for a successful marriage. For example, Shanna, even though 
she’s a vegetarian, cooks meat and enjoys that Jamie and others appreciate it. Any successful relationship de-
pends upon flexibility and the mutual discovery of common interests. 
 
In the Gospel, we can see that the apostles were quite diversified:  in personality makeup, temperament, opin-
ion and need. In a moment, you’ll hear Shanna’s and Jamie’s brief written reflections on each other, which il-
lustrates their own diversity. When one reads the Gospel, it’s a wonder the apostles got along. Only their com-
mon love of Jesus can account for it. Loving people may see what divides them – like golf and keeping house. 
But they focus on what unites them, consecrating themselves to the truth, and finding “common ground” and 
common hopes. 
 
This Gospel (John, Chapter 17) is perfect for Shanna and Jamie’s first Sunday Gospel together in this “holy un-
ion” of marriage and “holy communion” with each. Jesus’ prayer is our prayer for Shanna and Jamie. Just as 
Jesus prays for his apostles, we’re here to pray with and for Shanna & Jamie! We pray that they may be 
“protected and guarded” all the days ahead. Jesus prays and we pray, that they might “share their joy com-
pletely.”  Jesus prays and we pray, that while they are sent into the world, a world filled with “angels and de-
mons,” that they might be “protected from the evil one.” Jesus prays and we pray – that Shanna and Jamie 
might be “consecrated to the truth.” 
 
I asked Shanna and Jamie to individually write brief reflections about why they have chosen to share their lives 
with each other forever. I mentioned to them that I would write the homily around what they say, and what the 
Sunday Gospel reading is for their Nuptial Mass (which “counts” for tomorrow). This is what they had to say: 
 
Jamie wrote this:  
“We met at a bar on the 8th anniversary of Shanna’s mother passing away from cancer. She's always told me 
how much her mom would have loved me. I told her months later that I must be a gift sent from her mom to 
date and eventually marry her.  This is "explanation" for choosing Shanna as my bride.  Words cannot suffice, 
but here are a few: 
  
For me, years of dating included countless FIRST dates.  Many of those evolved into second dates. My adult 
life consisted of one four-month relationship after another. That was usually enough time for me to realize she  
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was not “marriage material,” or not strong enough to handle me (therefore, certainly not equipped to handle my 
family).” [Now, that’s another homily altogether!] 
 
“Shanna right away conjured a different feeling inside me. Shanna, who had terminated a past relationship of 
almost a decade, joked with me about my short-term girlfriends. She even kept track of when HER four 
months would expire. And wouldn't you know, it did.  Four months of dating me produced the same fate for 
her. Another breakup! I think it had something to do with my relationship with something else – golf! … 
Within a week though, we were back together. And part two of our relationship has been better than ever. It 
actually gets better everyday. Shanna is someone who thankfully loves me unconditionally, and takes care of 
me about as well as my mother.”   
 
[He goes on to say:] “I require extra care.  It's a bond she and my mom will forever share.  Shanna makes me 
want be a better man. I must be on my way; because since we've been together, apparently she's already made 
me much "nicer" and more "thoughtful." Just ask my family. Shanna has proven to be a godsend. She's a 
woman of impeccable character, with the face of an angel.   She keeps me laughing and occasionally laughs at 
my jokes (when she's not rolling her eyes.) She's among the most intelligent people I know; even smart enough 
to trust my political acumen. I look forward to spending the rest of my life with my best friend at my side.” 
 
Shanna wrote this:  
  
“If I were to look back just a few years ago, prior to meeting Jamie, I can honestly say I never was interested in 
getting married. I just never saw it to be of importance.  I had a great job, I lived in the city, was able to do my 
own thing without having to worry about anyone and I thought I was happy. Looking back on those days to-
day, I can't believe I could think that was happiness.  Over the past few years, I find myself smiling and that 
may be because I just received a text from Jamie telling me he missed me that day or that he can't wait to see 
me or he just told me another one of his surprisingly not funny jokes where he laughs hysterically. Whatever 
the reason is, I never had that before and I often wonder why I thought I was happy just a few years back.   
 
“Jamie came into my life as a surprise.  I wasn't sure what to make of him at first. In fact, his Uncle Jim had 
warned me to run.  But what Uncle Jim didn't know was that I could not be happier where I am today.  I think 
what I find that is most attractive of our relationship is that we complement each other so well.  We know how 
to make each other laugh, we know when to listen, we know when to be patient, and we seem to switch roles at 
any moment to make sure the other is happy.  I never thought I could have found my best friend and my hus-
band in one complementary package, but I did and that is why I can see myself where I am today.”  
 
Shanna and Jamie – your personal reflections underscore that you are meant for each other! In this historic 
church you will publicly profess your intention to become “one” in Christ in just a few moments. From here, 
you will depart to have and hold each other forever – in good times and bad, in sickness and in health. You will 
do so, consecrating yourselves to each other, to the truth, and to God! 
 
At the founding of our nation, some 234 years ago, this church was the site of the first public religious com-
memoration of the Declaration of Independence. Today it becomes “the site” of the first of many (public and 
private) “declarations of love” that you will offer to each other – through the years!  We, your family and 
friends are here to witness your “declaration of ‘inter-depence’” as you promise to spend your lives finding the 
common ground of your love – rooted in God. 
 
Shanna and Jamie, today we ask you for one gift in return – through all the years ahead, “show us the Lord” in 
your love. … “May God, who began the good work in you, (as a married couple) – bring it to completion.”

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May is Mary’s Month 
BRING FLOWERS OF THE RAREST 

QUEEN OF ALL SAINTS 

 

(1) MARY, you are the Queen of all saints because you made the most diligent use of the 
rich treasure of grace which God granted to you. Your understanding was always occu-
pied in learning to know and praise God; your heart loved Him above all things. You 
zealously accepted every inspiration to good. You never received a grace with which 
you did not faithfully cooperate, a thing which cannot be said even of the greatest saints. 
Thus sanctifying grace was increased in your soul in a most wonderful degree. Because 
you were full of grace, you also excelled in every virtue in a far greater measure than 
every other saint. In each of the saints there shone some particular virtue, some trait of 
the life of their divine Master, but all the traits of Jesus were expressed in you as faith-
fully as they could be expressed in any creature. Because of the fullness of grace and the 
splendor of your virtues you are raised above all the saints; you are their Queen. Queen 
of all Saints, teach me to think frequently of the happiness which the saints enjoy in 
heaven that I may never grow weary of working for its infinite joys, for, as St. Paul re-
minds me, "Eye has not seen nor ear heard, nor has it entered into the heart of man, what 
things God has prepared for those who love him." (1 Cor. 2,9). 

(2) MARY, you are raised above all the saints in glory. Chosen from among all the chil-
dren of men, you sit on a throne of surpassing splendor, in the works of the Scripture: 
"She shall be admired in the holy assembly, and in the multitude of the elect she shall 
have praise; and among the blessed she shall be blessed" (Ecclus. 24,3). 

How beautifully does the Old Testament speak of your beauty and majesty! The Jewish people admired most the cedar tree for its 
strength, the cypress for its great height, the palm for its slender growth, and the olive tree for its fruitfulness. To these trees you are 
compared. "I was exalted like a cedar in Lebanon, and as a cypress tree on Mount Sion. I was exalted like a palm tree in Cades, and 
as a fair olive tree in the plains" (Ecclus. 24,17). 

Since among the shrubs the vine is the most noble, the Scripture puts these words on your lips: "As the vine I have brought forth a 
pleasant fruit" (Ecclus. 24,23). Among the flowers the red rose is the most beautiful: "I grew as a rose plant in Jericho" (Ecclus. 
24,18). Among the spices cinnamon and aromatic balsam are the most precious: "I have a sweet smell like cinnamon and aromatic 
balm" (Ecclus. 24,30). The beauty of your virtue surpasses that of all the saints so that in the Canticle it is said of you: "Who is she 
that comes forth as the morning rising, fair as the moon, bright as the sun, awe-inspiring as an army set in array" (6,9). 

   Queen of All Saints, as you surpass all saints in the grace of a virtuous life and merits, so you stand higher than all the elect in the 
grace of glory and reward. After God there is no greater bliss for the blessed in heaven than to behold you, their glorious Queen. 

(3) MARY, of all creatures you possess the highest power in heaven as the Mother of God. You pray, but not in the way the saints 
do; in a way you command. Though omnipotent, Jesus cannot resist the motherly authority He Himself gave you. To you all power 
is given in heaven and on earth. Nothing is impossible with you, for how can He resist your appeal who has assumed flesh of your 
flesh? You use this wonderful power for the benefit of your children, especially those who tenderly love you and venerate you as 
their Mother. 

Queen of All Saints, keep me ever mindful that God has created me to live a life of holiness in this world and to become a saint in 
heaven. He will give me enough grace to do this if only I have an earnest desire for holiness. I know that holiness does not consist in 
heroic deeds, but in doing the will of God perfectly, loving God with all my heart and my neighbor for God's sake, keeping my soul 
from sin, and being united with God through prayer and the sacraments. Since you have more power than all the saints, obtain for me 
this grace above all others, that I may imitate your holiness in this world and enjoy the vision of God and your presence for all eter-
nity in heaven. 

PRAYER 
O God, You have given us the Blessed Virgin Mary that we might venerate her as the Queen of All Saints and the Mother of Fair 
Love; mercifully grant that under her protection we may love You above all things here on earth and enjoy the happy companionship 
of all Your Saints in heaven.
