The Headmaster, Mr. Holian, asked the graduates 
to remember four words that if truly known and lived 
will bring happiness. 

God—became man in Jesus to teach men how to 
live. 
Gift—the gift of God is love. 
Excellence—is not just a random act but rather it 
is a habit. 
Integrity—is gained when one speaks the truth 
and does the right thing.

     On one ordinary Thursday morning a woman 
came to Outreach carrying several bags. “These 
are just some things that I thought you could use,” 
she said. She opened the bags and out spilled 
treasures. A beautiful picture frame, some hand 
made Christmas tree ornaments, a brand new puz-
zle for a small child, and many new and lovely 
baby clothes. As we stood taking in the beauty of 
her offerings, she remembered that she had some-
thing else. She went back to her car and reap-
peared with a small pink and baby blue blanket. “I 
knitted this awhile ago when my hands were bet-
ter, and I thought maybe someone could make use 
of it.” Each of her gifts were special. Each was 
perfect in its simplicity and beautiful because it 
represented a gift given from the heart. “Let me 
give you a receipt for these,” an Outreach volun-
teer said. “No, that’s o.k.,” the woman answered. 
“They’re gifts. They’re meant for someone to en-
joy. I just hope there’s someone who can use 
them.” 
     On another ordinary day, a man came down the 
steps to Outreach huffing and puffing with the 
weight of the boxes he carried. “I have more in 
my van,” he said. “Maybe someone can help me 
to bring them down.” One of our Outreach volun-
teers followed him and began to unload the boxes 
of canned food. “It’s the least I can do,” the man 
said. “you’ve done so much for me.” 
   Each of these people represents the spirit of giv-
ing that vitalizes our Outreach program. On any 
ordinary day– Monday, or Wednesday, Thursday 
or Friday, we pray for an extraordinary person to 
come and to give.
