On Friday, May 21st, 2010, I will journey to Milan, Italy w/ 44 additional pilgrims to

view the Last Supper painting by Leonardo da Vinci. Next, we shall view the sacred

cloth, the Shroud of Turin, which is believed to have covered Christ in the tomb (it was only
shown twice during the 20th century). Returning to Milan via Lake Como (rated the most
beautiful lake in the world), we will enjoy a scenic ferry ride (similar to the Circle Line Ferry
in NYC). We continue our pilgrimage to Oberammergau via the Swiss Alps (one of the most
scenic and breathtaking train rides) as we travel to Zurich and Munich. In Oberammergau, we
will attend the world-famous Passion Play, which is held every 10 years.
