2 Reverend Edward G. Sullivan

1927 — 2009 by Kathleen Lyons

Father Sullivan alwaysloved a
good story or afact that defied
coincidence. So it was very fitting
that he died on October 6, 2009 —
his 82nd birthday!

St. Martha s and especialy its
Spanish speaking community were
very fortunate to have had Fr. Sul-
livan with us for four years from
1999-2003. He said the Spanish
Mass each Sunday but also partici-
pated in many of the other parish
functions and said Mass in English
asneeded. But it washistime
with the Spanish community that
so marks the life of this extraordi-
nary man.

Ordained on June 11, 1955 as a Maryknoll, Father spent
many years in Bolivia, Ecuador and Guatemala until health
issues forced his return to Long Island. He cameto the
Diocese of Rockville Centrein 1969 and his experiencesin
South and Latin America proved to be most timely, as the
Hispanic population in the area was growing and the need
for Spanish speaking priests to assist these immigrants was
becoming very evident. Fr. Sullivan was assigned to pilot a
program ministering to Spanish speaking Catholics in Free-
port and Rockville Centre. 1n 1973, he was appointed as
the First Coordinator of the Diocesan Spanish Apostolate.
Later he served as pastor of Our Lady of the Assumption
Church in Copiague where his funeral mass was held.

But a chronological list of events rarely tells uswho a
person is and with “Fred” thisis certainly true. The name
“Fred” or “Just Fred” as he became known to family and
close friends stems from a time when the Doolan family
children were young and were having difficulty with
“FR ED”, so he told them to just call me “Fred” and so
“Fred” it was! A video of pictures taken over the years was
displayed at the wake by those now adult children and it
ended appropriately “Just Fred”.

The homily that was given by the family at the Mass of
Transference says “The world according to Fred was a
world filled with an amazing capacity to love, to love all
animals, the beach, photos of beautiful sunsets, any person
who appreciated Carvel, Brill Cream, baby oil, Juicy Fruit
gum, black socks over white socks, and the importance of a
warm hat.” And probably very true: “ The world according
to Fred was closed captioned in Spanish. Hewas an Irish-
man from Massachusetts with Latin blood running through
his heart.” The homily went on to re-iterate Father’ s uncon-
ditional love for all hisflock, “The world according to Fred
did not limit family to those who shared a blood line, family
was anyone who loved unconditionally,” and concluded that
“it does not end here.”

The prayer card distributed in memory of Father Sullivan
very appropriately included the traditional Irish Blessing
that ends “And until we meet again, may God hold you in
the palm of Hishand.” We shall missthisvery loving
priest and look forward to the day when we meet again, for
he surely knew that this was not “the end”.

The Equestrian Order of the Holy Sepulchre of Jerusalem
By Gloria Maffettone

The Order of the Holy Sepulchre of Jerusalem is one of the highest Papal honors conferred
upon clergy or laymen. Only practicing Catholics approved by their pastor and bishop may
be members. Selection occurs because of service to the Church and/or community.

In 1099, Godfrey de Bouillon, who led the first Crusade to the Holy Land, created the Or-
der of the Holy Sepulchre to guard the newly liberated tomb of Christ (the Holy Sepulchre).
Godfrey asked his knights to spend their lives in defense of Christ’stomb. 1n 1113 the new
Order of Knights was approved by Pope Pascal I1. Subsequent papal reviews of the charter
brought the order into modern times. In 1888, Pope Leo X111 returned to the tradition of
“knighting” women that had been done in Medieval times. The Order was first organized in
the United States in 1926. Knights and Ladies of the Holy Sepulchre wear an insignia called
the Jerusalem Cross; the crossis red and signifies the five wounds of Christ.
Responsibilities of Knightsand L adies of the Order

The Holy Father has given the Order the mission of fostering the practice of Christian life
in the modern world and the preservation of the faith in the Holy Land. Knightsand Ladies
are urged to make a pilgrimage to the Holy Land and support the Order’ s works there such as
schools, hospitals and the upkeep of Christian shrines, especially the Church of the Holy
Sepulchre. Knights and Ladies are expected to support the parish and diocese to which they
belong and be an example to others as Catholics in both what they say and do.

The Investiture Ceremony

The modern ceremony hasiits roots in medieval tradition. The night before was spent in
prayer, fasting and contemplation. A solemn vow was made by the Knightsin waiting to
abide by acode of ethics, live alife of service, help the poor and advance the faith.

Similarly, on the evening of September 25, 2009 those who were to become true Knights
and Ladies of the Holy Sepulchre met at the Church of Our Savior on Park Avenuein New

|| York City. Here we participated in Adoration of the Blessed Sacrament, meditation and con-

fession. During the Vigil Mass which followed, each Lady and Knight was brought to the
main altar to sign a Solemn Promise on how we would conduct our lives as members of the
Holy Sepulchre.

The next day, September 26th, at St. Patrick’s Cathedral in New Y ork City, Archbishop
Timothy Dolan presided over the Mass of Investiture of the Order of the Holy Sepulchre of
Jerusalem. The Archbishop asks the candidates “What do you ask?’ and reminds us of the
solemn promises made at the Vigil Mass. He asked if we were ready to, “show yourself wor-
thy of the honor that you are to receive and the dignity with which you are to be invested?’

Carrying our capes on our left arms we approached the altar where we met Edward Cardi-
nal Egan who knighted us with a sword, presented us with our decorations and congratul ated
us. From here we walked to the back of the Cathedral where we were caped and walked
back up the main aisle as true Knights and Ladies of the Holy Sepulchre. Mass continued
with the Holy Eucharist and a special prayer for the Holy Land written by Pope Pius XII.

The day ended with a black tie dinner honoring the new Knights and Ladies at the Waldorf
Astoriaand a special introduction to Cardinal Egan from Msgr. Francis Caldwell.



First Communion Requirements
by Paul Turner

To sharein communion for the first time children must have “ sufficient knowledge and careful preparation
so as to understand the mystery of Christ according to their capacity” (Code of Canon Law 913). They must
also be able to receive communion “with faith and devotion” (913).

Our church expects a child to discern ordinary food from the eucharistic bread.That ability comes at the age
“of the use of reason.” We generally place that at about age seven, but it has never been defined because chil-
dren mature so independently. If children cannot make the distinction, they should not come to the eucharistic
table. Even in danger of death, an infant below the age of reason is not to receive communion. Infant com-
munion is common among other Christian churches.

Children should understand the mystery of Christ “according to their capacity.” They need not comprehend
the total mystery. (Who of us can?) They should come to the table with a spiritual disposition. Communion
requires not just using reason but having faith as well. Formerly, children were expected to adore the host.
That requirement fit an age when the faithful received communion infrequently and attended Mass to adore

the host more than to share in communion.

NOVEMBER
The month of November has traditionally been atime in the church year that we reflect on death, the dead,
and the questions about whether the circle will be unbroken. The entire month focuses on the way we grapple
with death. Our attitudes may vary from calling death our Sister (as St. Francis did) to concentrating on the
ways we struggle against the modern forms of death in our own world. It might be atime for usto think about
awill, about cremation or burial, or donation to medical science. It might mean trying to balance what we
believe about the next life with the way medical technology prolongs life, or the ways we avoid dealing with
death by our funeral practices. It might be atime to consider how we support others when they face the death
of aloved one. It might mean confronting some of the hard ethical questions that government and business
and science face every day about the value and the quality of human life.
One way in which we can assist our parishionersisto invite them for an evening to learn about preparing for
funerals and to encourage them to plan their own in advance. This can be given by a parish priest or the par-
ish liturgist. Ideally, both will work together and discuss all aspects of funeral planning. Someone from afu-
neral home and from the diocesan cemeteries can give information about their servicesfor afuller perspec-
tive on all that needs to be done. When we did it, we called it "Exiting Gracefully,” and those who came
seemed to really appreciate the information and planning tools we gave them.
The Feast of All Saints (November 1st) is one of the great festivals of the church and the day following, the
celebration of All Souls (November 2nd) is our common remembrance of all those who have gone before us
in death. One suggestion is to have Evening Prayer or another prayer service on the feast of All Souls and to
send out invitations to the families of those who were buried from the parish during the year. A peaceful, can-
dielit serviceis greatly appreciated by the families. It can include the reading of the names of those who are
being commemorated and some ritual activity by the family, such aslighting a candle in remembrance. Let
your creative and pastoral spirit guide you.
The civic holiday of Thanksgiving is more and more being recognized as areligious feast. It is aday not
only to give thanks to God for the blessings we receive, but areminder of our responsibility to care for what
we have been given and to share it with the dispossessed in our world. It seemsthat this feast can fit very
nicely into the theme of helping us put our prioritiesin order. A collection of food and financial giftsto be
used for the poor is atradition in many parishes at Mass on this day.

Ron Rolheiser column— Week of October 25, 2009-The Joy of the Groove

In amarvelous book, The Force of Character, James Hillman shares this story: Asayoung
man, sitting around one afternoon and listening to an old uncle telling stories, he got irritated
when his uncle began telling a story that he had told many times before: "Y ou've aready told
that story,” Hillman complained. "I liketelling it!" his uncle shot back, and then muttered un-
der his breath, "and what on earth iswrong with telling it again!”

At thetime, his uncle's retort served only to further irritate Hillman. Only later, when his un-
derstanding of life and character deepened, did Hillman appreciate why his uncle had a need to
tell and retell the same story: "He knew the joy of the groove!" And what ajoy, what agift, is
the groove!

We don't just nurture others and oursel ves with freshness and novelty. These are perennialy in
short supply and generally not accessible. If we only talked with each other when we had
something new or interesting to share there would be mostly silence around our tables. There
would also be alot lessirony, humour, and wit in our conversations. We don't just nurture each
other through novelty and by being interesting, we also, and importantly, nurture family life,
our friendship circles, and our workplaces by working and reworking to death old stories, old
jokes, and old anecdotes, until that repetition becomes it own story, its own humour, and its
own anecdote. Hillman namesthis brilliantly: He callsit the joy of the groove.

Hillman goes on to offer arather serious philosophical reflection on this, one which sheds light
on the value of ritual repetition. He quotes Gilles Deleuze, a French philosopher, who once
pointed out that repetition can be away of celebrating something by highlighting its character:
By carrying the first time to the nth power, repetition artfully glorifies. Repetition magnifies an
event by commemorating its originality; this repetition differs from reproduction, which suc-
ceeds only in making each repetition a weaker echo, a paler print, with less and less power of
the original.

To this, Hellman adds a little doxology in praise of repetition: Nothing is more tedious than

practicing your scales or mumbling your beads. Y et the accomplishments of art, the efficacy of
prayer, the beauty of ritual, and the force of character depend on petty repetitions any instant of
which, taken for itself alone, is utterly useless.

Many of us know exactly what this means. We have siblings, friends, and acquai ntances that
entertain and irritate us by mercilessly repeating old stories, old jokes, and old anecdotes over
and over until this very repetition becomes its own story and takes on its own character. They
work the groove. Sometimes thisirritates us and we want to protest, but, as was the case with
Hillman, eventually we come to appreciate what that brings into the circle of family life,
friendship, and community, namely, a needed sustenance, a color, awit, a character, and a pe-
culiar idiosyncrasy that becomes a story onto itself.
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We don't live on novelty alone, but on every retold story that highlights the irony and color
within our daily lives.

My own family has been irritatingly famous for this, a quality that | am not always proud of
but which generally | appreciate. We are afamily that loves the joy of the groove. At our fam-
ily gatherings and dinner tables, year after year, many of the same stories and jokes get told
over and over again. And they aren't aways received with appreciation. Not infrequently there
iIsaraised eyebrow ("My God, he's not going to tell that one again!") or, like the young Hill-
man, araised complaint ("You'vetold that story before!") But, overall, there is the enjoyment
of the groove, of old irony, old wit, of an old insight being enjoyed again, in afresh new way,
both by the one retelling it and by those listening. At our table, what's old and tedious nurtures
and carries family life as much what's new and interesting, sometimes more so because the re-
telling of old anecdotes and stories helps highlight our own particular history and character.

We lost aloved brother this summer and, at hisvigil, his three children, now grown adults, of-
fered amoving tribute. Among other things, they highlighted his solicitude for them asafa-
ther, his commitment to his church, his strong commitment to justice issues (ecology, native
rights, women's rights), and his sense of humor, particularly his need to repeat a punch-line
over and over again, asif it somehow wasn't heard the first time: "You couldn't escape!”, they
pointed out, "he repeated it over and over again until he was sure you got it!"

But that isn't the real reason we repeat a punch-line. We repeat a punch-line for the same rea-
son that Hillman's uncle was driven to retell that same story: We like saying it! We like the feel
of the groove. Moreover, eventually, beyond their initial irritation, so others do too.
